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Village Update

It’s almost summer and there’s nothing torn up around town.  The Village is taking a year or two off from major construction.  The Village Board has been very aggressive the past 12-15 years at replacing the old infrastructure around town.  There have been numerous water and sewer lines installed, a new water tower, water treatment plant, storm sewer, street work,  and many other small projects besides the aquatic center being done the past few years.


This fiscal year will mainly be a planning and design year.  There will be a couple small things this summer that will probably be noticed.  The sidewalk and curb on the east side of the Princeville State Bank will be getting raised so the curb is a full six inches again.  After Walnut Ave. was resurfaced last year, there was a problem with the height in front of the bank.  We installed parking blocks, temporarily, so no one would jump the curb.  The Village will also be doing some oil and chipping on certain streets.


The Village Board and myself have been looking into mosquito control for this year.  I am now certified to spray for mosquitoes.  There are some other affective ways to control mosquitoes than spraying.  At the end of this article is a list for homeowners to control mosquito breeding.  The Village will also be doing there part to minimize mosquito habitation.  Have a safe and happy summer.


Dispose of tin cans, plastic containers, ceramic pots or other water-holding containers on your property.


Pay special attention to discarded tires on your property.


Drill holes in the bottom of recycling containers


 that are left out doors.


Clean clogged roof gutters.


Turn over plastic wading pools when not in use.


Aerate ornamental pools or stock them with fish.


Clean and chlorinate swimming pools that are not being used.


Use landscaping to eliminate standing water on your property.(











Peoria County Sheriff’s Dept. Brings Us Confort!


Besides providing 24/7 police communication and protection, the Peoria County Sheriff’s Department has provided contractual service to the Village for well over 25 years.  Every day they provide eight hours of dedicated service in the evening and early morning plus two hours of random service at unspecified times each day. With this program different deputies were scheduled, so over the week several deputies would have been serving our Village.  About five or six years ago, the PCS department started a new program called community policing.  With this program, one deputy is assigned to the area to work the dedicated service Monday through Friday.  Different deputies are then used on the weekends.  This program was started in Bellevue and West Peoria.  This past year Sheriff McCoy and Chief Deputy Needum came to a village board meeting and suggested the Village try community policing along with Medina Township.  Several officers were interviewed by the PCSD and Deputy Mark Confort was picked for Princeville.  


Deputy Confort went to Dunlap schools and now lives in the rural Dunlap area.  He has a boy that’s thirteen and a girl that is seven.  Mark likes to spend time with his kids and ride motorcycles.  Deputy Confort has been an officer for fifteen years.  Before community policing, he worked on narcotics, the tactical team and was assigned at the Peoria County Health Department.  The Deputy thinks the program is proactive in preventing crime.  He is enjoying getting to know the people in the community.  Regularly, he checks businesses, stops in at the local bars and makes a report at each and every board meeting.  Mark is a really great guy that cares about you and your community – hope you get to meet him (of course informally, not when you’re in trouble)! (





To insert linked text boxes in a document, click Text Box on the Insert menu. Click and drag in your document where you want to insert the first text box, and insert additional text boxes where you want the text to flow.


To select the first text box, move the pointer over the border of the text box until the pointer becomes a four-headed arrow and then click the border. Click the right mouse button, click Create Text Box Link and then click in the text box where you want the text to flow. Repeat these steps to create links to additional text boxes.

Repeat the process for each page that will contain side-by-side columns in your document and then return to the first text box you created. Click the text box on the left once to select it. Click your right mouse button and then click Create Text Box Link. The pointer becomes a pitcher. Click the text box on the left side of the second page to create a link. Create links for all text boxes within the same article on the left side of the document. Repeat the process for every text box in the right chain or article.


Pressing Enter twice at the top of each page will create an extra empty paragraph. This blank paragraph is useful if you want to insert text or graphics outside of the text boxes. You can delete the extra blank paragraph if you don't need it.


Copying linked text boxes


You can copy an article or a chain of text boxes that are linked together, to another document or to another location in the same document. To copy linked text boxes and the text they contain, you must copy all the linked text boxes in an article. Select the first text box in an article. Hold down Shift, and click each additional text boxes you want to copy. On the Edit menu, click Copy. Click where you want to copy the text boxes and then click Paste.


To copy some of the text from  an article, select the text you want to copy from the article and then copy it. Do not select the text box. You can paste text you’ve copied directly into your document, into another location within the same article, or into another article.(

Tax Cut Anyone?

We are in the midst of another major policy decision and again the American people are split.  The debate concerns the merits of President Bush’s proposal to reduce the tax burden.  The plan likely to pass Congress is intended to stimulate a stagnant economy and help the American people.


History has shown this form of fiscal policy has the best chance to jump-start our large and complex U.S. economy.  During his presidency, John F. Kennedy encouraged and was granted a tax cut by Congress.  President Ronald Regan during his tenure led Congress to reduce taxes. In both cases the result was economic growth and yes more revenue to the U.S. Government.


Loudest arguments against the Bush tax plan are that the cuts will only benefit the rich and it will create a more burdensome deficit.  The fact is the tax cut benefits all those who pay taxes.  And of course the wealthy will benefit more because they pay more of the tax burden.  Are you aware the top 10% of income earners pay 70% of the tax burden.  Troublesome that our legislature faces increased pressure to transfer wealth.  Certainly our Christian heritage calls on us to be thy brothers’ keeper.  Our American heritage also calls on us to take care of ourselves.  Remember freedom and the opportunity to acquire wealth are why the United States is the greatest country and the reason every one wants to come here.  It is also important to note the following information from the General Accounting Office.  Our Government is very inefficient when handling the transfer of wealth.  For every $1 earmarked for social programs only 28 cents makes it to ground level.  Yep – 72 cents is lost in the bureaucracy.  Our churches, service clubs, and neighbors are much more efficient when caring for the needy.  


The deficit can be managed by the obvious fiscal policy of reduced government spending.  It is the same simple policy used when managing our household or business budget.  This will never happen as our Government has never reduced spending.  Have you ever heard of baseline budgeting?


An increase in the size of federal revenue pie is another way to reduce the deficit.  And this can be accomplished by a meaningful tax cut.  It is called putting the money back in the hands of the people who earned it.  They can then invest, spend, or save it.  With the propensity to save at about 6% there will likely be multi-levels of spending.  The end result will mean more revenue into the federal Government’s coffers to offset the deficit.  


One last point, the Federal budget for the year is $2,300,000,000,000.  When is enough going to be enough! (
