 Facilitated discussions on the impact of technology, new job 
creation, educational preparedness, changing social conditions, and 
other dynamic conditions that would impact the Princeville Area in 
the future. 

 Breakout sessions in which teams addressed community issues and 
developed Goals and Measurable Objectives for Princeville. 

 Individual interviews with key leaders in order to analyze the 
present conditions and future state of Princeville.  

 Consultation with Princeville leaders regarding the proposed 
implementation of a community plan.

 Art, Recreation and Leisure 
 Infrastructure 
 Community Development  
 Downtown Revitalization/Economic Development  
 Princeville Pride
